ALL OF YOU IN THIS ROOM HOW LUCKY YOU ARE TO HAVE A MAN OF DICK
CELESTE’S HUMANITY, COMMON SENSE, AND COMMITMENT IN THE STATE HOUSE.
AND I KNOW WITH DICK’S HELF ~-- AND THE ASSISTANCE OF YOUR STATE
TREASURER, MARY ELLEN WITHROW, ANDI' YOUR STATE PARTY CHAIRMAN JIM

RUVOLO (ROO-VALOW) -- WE DEMOCKATS ARE GOING TO WIN OHIO THIS YEAK.

ANDI' LET ME SAY THIS: I DON’'T THINK YOU DESERVE A FPRESIDENT WHO THINKS
WOMEN'S GREATEST CONTRIBUTION WAS GETTING THE CAVE MAN TO STAND UF

STRAIGHT.

YOU KNOW, I MAY BE A LONG WAY FROM MY DISTRICT IN QUEENS, BUT I FEEL
KIGHT AT HOME IN THIS ROOM. AND THAT’S BECAUSE IT FEELS G00D TO RE 1IN
THE COMPANY OF 50 MANY OHIO LEADEKS -- SO MANY LEADEKS WHO HAFFEN TO

EE WOMEN.

ANDL LET ME TELL YOU SOMETHING: WE NEED YOU. COLUMBUS NEEL'S MORE OF
YOU, AND WASHINGTON NEEDS MORE OF YOU. RECAUSE THERE JUST AREN‘T
ENOUGH WOMEN IN THE HOUSE ANDI THE SENATE, AND THERE AREN‘T ENOUGH
WOMEN IN OUR COURTHOUSES AND CORFORATE EBOARDKROOMS. AND THAT'S ONE

DEFICIT WE DEMOCKATS WILL GLADLY MAKE UP.
A GKEAT AMERICAN RECENTLY SAIDN: *"THE CAUSE OF AMERICA’S WOMEN IS THE
CAUSE OF AMERICA ITSELF. AND IT IS MY CAUSE AS WELL." THAT AMERICAN

WAS WALTER MONDALE.

A FEW MONTHS AGO, HE GAVE NEW LIFE TO THAT CAUSE WHEN HE ASKED ME TO
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RE HIS RUNNING MATE. AND WHEN I ACCEFTED HIS OFFEK, I DID SO WITH
GREAT PKRIDE. PRIDE AT BEING THE FIRST WOMAN IN THIS FOSITION, AND
EVEN GREATER PKRIDE TO RUN WITH A MAN WHO HAS ALWAYS EEEN AT THE

FOREFRONT OF THE FIGHT FOR JUSTICE AND EQUALITY EOR WOMEN.

IT WAS A HISTORIC CHOICE. AND IT WAS A BOLD CHOICE. EUT THAT'S THE

KIND OF LEADER WALTER MONDALE IS.

ON EVEKY ISSUE OF CONCEKN TO WOMEN, WHERE WALTER MONDALE HAS BREEN A

LEADER, RONALD REAGAN HAS BEEN A RETREATER.

AND LET ME SAY THIS: A LOT OF PEOPLE CALL RONALD REAGAN A
CONSERVATIVE. I DON’'T THINK THAT’S TRUE. RONALLI REAGAN HAS BEEN AT THE
HEAD OF THE REPUBLICAN PARTY’S RETREAT FROM THE CAUSE OF JUSTICE FOK

AMERICAN WOMEN.

SIXTY YEARS AGO, DEMOCKATS AND REPUBLICANS MARCHED SIDE RY SIDE IN THE
CAUSE OF WOMEN’S SUFFKAGE. AND THEY WON. FIFTEEN YEARS AGO,
DEMOCRATS AND REPUELICANS ALIKE BEGAN THE MARCH FOR EQUAL TREATMENT OF

WOMEN UNDEKR LAW THROUGH THE E.K.A. AND WE MADE PROGRESS.

BUT THE REAGAN KREFUBLICANS THREW OUT THE E.R.A. AND THEY HAVE
ABANDONED THE FIGHT FOR EQUALITY FOR WOMEN. SO I SAY TO ALL
REPURLICANS TODAY, AND ESFECIALLY TO REPURLICAN WOMEN ~-- THE WELCOME
MAT WILL BE OUT TO YOU WHEN FRITZ MONDALE AND I MOVE INTO THE WHITE

HOUSE. LET’S RESUME THE BATTLE TOGETHER.
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SIXTY FOUR YEARS AGO WOMEN DIDN’T HAVE THE RIGHT TO VOTE. THIS YEAK,
WOMEN WILL ELECT THE NEXT FPRESIDENT OF THE UNITED STATES, AND WE WILL

ELECT ONE OF OUKR OWN TO THE NATION’S SECOND HIGHEST OFFICE.

BUT WOMEN WON‘T MAKE THAT CHOICE ON A SINGLE ISSUE. TODAY, ALL ISSUES
AKE WOMEN’S ISSUES. WE WILL NOT ONLY VOTE AGAINST THE REGRESSIVE
FPOLICIES OF RONALD REAGAN, BUT FOR WALTER MONDALE’S POSITIVE VISION OF

THE FUTURE.

WE WILL VOTE FOR A FUTURE IN WHICH OUR ENVIRONMENT IS PRESERVEL AN

FROTECTED, NOT AUCTIONED OFF TO THE HIGHEST RIDDER.

WE WILL VOTE FOR A FUTURE IN WHICH AMERICA NOT ONLY STANDS UP TO THE

SOVIETS RBUT ALSO SITS DOWN WITH THEM AT THE BARGAINING TAEBLE.

WE WILL VOTE FORK A FUTURE IN WHICH ALL CHILDKEN -- BLACK OR WHITE, BROY
Ok GIKL, HANDICAFPED OK NOT -~ HAVE THE SAME CHANCE AT A QUALITY

EDUCATION AS THE CHILDKEN OF REAGAN'S RICH ERIENDS.

AND WE WILL VOTE FOR A FUTURE IN WHICH WOMEN’S RIGHTS ARE PROTECTED EY

A CONSTITUTION THAT INCLUDES THE EQUAL RIGHTS AMENDMENT.

LET ME BEGIN WITH THE ISSUE OF FAIRNESS. A MONDALE/FERRARO

ADMINISTRATION WILL MAKE ECONOMIC JUSTICE A REALITY.

TWENTY YEARS AGO, THE AVEKAGE FULL TIME FEMALE WORKER IN THIS COUNTRY

EARNED 60%Z AS MUCH AS HER MALE COUNTERPART. A GENERATION LATER, WE'VE
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SENT A MAN TO THE MOON AND CRACKED THE GENETIC CODE, RUT WOMEN STILL

EARN ONLY 59 CENIS TO A MAN’'S DOLLAR.
THAT’S NOT MY IDEA OF FAIRNESS. AND I DON‘'T THINK IT’S YOUKRS EITHER.

WHEN RONALLN REAGAN TOOK OFFICE, HE FIKST FROZE AND THEN ELIMINATED PAY
EQUITY REGULATIONS THAT FPROHIRITED SEX AND RACE DISCRIMINATION RY
FEDERAL CONTRACTORS. ANDI' HE REPLACED' THE LEADERSHIFP OF THE EQRUAL
EMPLOYMENT OFPFPOKRTUNITY COMMISSION AND THREW OUT ALL PAY EQUITY ACTIONS

FILED UNDER THE CIVIL RIGHIS ACT.

WHEN WALTER MONDALE AND I AKE MAKING THE APPOINTMENTS, WE WILL STAFF
OUK KEY AGENCIES WITH WOMEN AND MEN WHO ARE COMMITTED TO EQUAL FAY FOR
EQUAL WORK. WE WILL ESTABLISH A CLEARINGHOUSE ON PAY EQUITY. AND WE
WILL ENFORCE THE LAW. IF WE ARE TUO BE TRUE TO OUR DEEFEST VALUES, WE
MUST RECOGNIZE PAY EQUITY AS ONE OF THE KEY CIVIL RIGHTS ISSUES OF THE

1980s.

IN THE LAST FOUR YEARS, SIX MILLION PEOPLE HAVE REEN PUSHEL INTO
FOVEKRTY. FORTY TWO PERCENT OF THE FAMILIES HEADED RY WOMEN LIVE IN
POVEKRTY. OVER HALF OF ELDERLY WOMEN LIVE AT Ok NEAK THE POVERTY
LEVEL. THE WAY THINGS AKRE GOING NOW, BY THE YEAKR 2000 OUR POVERTY

FPOFPULATION WILL BE MADE UP ALMOST ENTIRELY OF WOMEN AND CHILDREN.

BEUT THE REAGAN RUDGET CUTS HAVE FALLEN HARDEST ON LOW-INCOME FAMILIES.
TAXES FOR THE WEALTHY HAVE REEN CUT, BUT AVERAGE FAMILIES PAY THE SAME

OR MORE. THAT’S NOT MY IDEA OF FAIRENESS, AND I DON‘T THINK IT’S



YOURS EITHEK.

THE RULES OF A DECENT SOCIETY SAY, WHEN YOU DISTRIRUTE SACRIFICE, YOU
DON’T PUT WOMEN AND CHILDREN EFIKST. WHEN WALTEKR MONDALE AND I HAVE TIO
SQUEEZE THE BUIGET, WE’'LL MAKE THE FENTAGON FAY LESS THAN $100 FOR &

SIMPLE NUT EBEEOKE WE MAKE THE MEMBERS OF A FOOD STAMP FAMILY FAY LESS

THAN 47 CENIS A MEAL.

SECOND', A MONDALE/FERKAR0O ADMINISTRATION WILL RE COMMITTED TO AN

EDUCATION SYSTEM THAT WOKKS FOR US ALL.

EDUCATION IS THE KEY TO OUk CHILDREN‘S FUTURES. IT’S THROUGH EDUCATION
THAT WE OPEN NEW DOOKS, AND MAKE NEW OPPORTUNITIES A REALITY. AND
THAT’S WHY ALL THE CHILDKREN OF AMERICA DESEKVE EQUAL EDUCATIONAL

OFPFORTUNITY.

YEAKS.

AND FOR NEXT YEAR, HIS RUDGET WOULD CUT VOCATIONAL EDUCATION RY 25
PERCENT, EDUCATION FOK THE HANDICAPPED BY 12 PERCENT, AND IT WOULD

ELIMINATE AID TO EDUCATIONAL LIBRARIES ALTOGETHEK.
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AND KRONALD REAGAN‘S JUSTICE DEPARTMENT HAS DONE IT’S REST TO TEAK THE
HEART OUT OF TITLE NINE AND OUT OF THE WOMEN’S EDUCATIONAL EQUITY ACT,
THE ONLY FPROGRAM OF THE FEDERAL GOVERNMENT THAT WORKS ACTIVELY TO
ELIMINATE GENDER BIAS IN OUR NATION’S SCHOOLS. WALTER MONDALE WROTE

THAT ACT. AND RONALDI REAGAN WANTIS TO TEAR IT UP AND THROW IT AWAY.

A MONDALE/FERRARO ADMINISTRATION WILL RESTORE FEDERAL FUNDING FOR
ENUCATION, MAKE COLLEGE LOANS AND GRANTS AVAILABLE AGAIN, AND PUT THE

THE REAGAN RECOKD IS FPAINFULLY CLEAK.

KONALD REAGAN IS THE FIKST PRESIDENT SINCE HERRERT HOOVER NOT TO EVEN
MEET WITH HIS COUNTEKPAKT IN THE SOVIET UNION. FRITZ MONDALE WILL
