BENEFITS. THE REAGAN ADMINISTRATION RESFONDEDI BY THROWING NEARLY
HALE A MILLION DISABLED PEOPLE OFF THE ROLES, WITH NO KEVIEW
WHATSOEVER. THE AGONY AND THE ANGUISH MK. REAGAN CAUSED WITH THIS
